"Shawn is the first chocolate maker I know of in the past 20 
years who has actually followed through on such a personal commitment he made to 
the farmers who supply his beans," states Clay Gordon, editor and publisher of Discover 

Chocolate, in response to Shawn!s recent trips to Ecuador and Mexico to profit share 
with farmers. His dedication to the farmers in Soconusco was fulfilled last Wednesday 
when Shawn shook hands with each of them and handed them a share of his success. 
 
Shawn!s relationship with Soconusco began when he purchased and exported beans 
from this region to his factory. He reintroduced the world to chocolate from this 
remarkable area in Mexico. ÒIn his effort to restore the once glorified Soconusco bean, 
Askinosie is the first in the world outside of Mexico in over 100 years to make chocolate 
from this historic region,Ó comments Dr. Janine Gasco, Anthropologist and recognized 
expert and author on Mesoamerican culture, in an earlier statement. 
  
The story continued last week when Shawn shared net 10% of the profits he made from 
the farmers! crop. ÒBy working directly with the farmers I am able to more closely 
connect the farmers who make this possible with the people who love the chocolate, 
ultimately making a positive impact on everyone involved,Ó states Shawn. Neighboring 
farmers who were not a part of the original farmer group asked if they could participate 
and work with Askinosie Chocolate. This response is the exact reaction expected from 
Stake in the Outcomeª - that farmers will see the benefit of providing a better crop to 
Askinosie Chocolate, and will in turn be willing to work for the financial reward. Shawn!s 
commitment to farmers is to share profits with them on each crop purchased. He hopes 
to see the influence of this commitment in his future bean purchases, ultimately lending 
to higher quality chocolate for the customer and better lives for the farmers.
